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Y12 A-Level Spanish Bridging Work 

 

We are very excited that you have chosen to study Spanish at KS5. This bridging work is 
designed to introduce you to the content of the course and to set you up for a flying start in 
September. The course will look at diverse topics, through the lens of Spain and the Spanish 
speaking world. At GCSE, the focus was normally on you and your experiences. At A-Level, 
you will view more sophisticated topics, from a wider perspective. 

  

Task 1: Folder preparation 

At KS5, students use folders to store and organise their notes, marked work and revision 
notes. You should get a lever arch file ready for A-Level Spanish, with 8 sub-dividers. Label 
them for the 6 topics that we study in Y12, along with one for the film study and a final section 
for grammar notes. See the student learning journey on the next page for the relevant 
headings. 

 

Task 2: « España y el mundo hispánico » booklet 

As mentioned earlier, as you study topics such as Hispanic music, the changing family or the 
impact of tourism you will look at case studies from Spanish speaking communities around 
the world. So, it is very useful to know where these areas are and to gain some understanding 
of their attractions and problems. You should complete the attached booklet about “España 
y el mundo hispánico ” to broaden your knowledge before we start the main themes.  

 

Task 3: « Un país o región hispánico » presentation 

You should also prepare a short presentation about a Spanish speaking country or area of 
your choice, which can be looked at with the class in September. Add images, maps and 
photos to make your work interesting for your peers. You can use Spanish, English or a 
mixture of both to present your facts. If you use Spanish, make sure that you understand what 
you have said (i.e. don’t copy and paste large amounts of Spanish text from external sites).  A 
good presentation could include: location of the area, climate / geography, local food, places 
of interest, particular issues for the area, main employment, famous locals, or unusual facts.
