HELLO TO PANNI LO

EXTENDED SCHOOLS CO-ORDINATOR

Panni Lo started her post as Extended Schools Co-ordinator last month and attended her first PTA
meetings. Here she explains her role:

il thought it may be useful for the PTA, to write a brief outline of what I'll be doing, as a few parents
were asking me in the gaps of the meeting.

My post is a 41 week a year contract, to take place in a mixture of school term and school holidays.
It is a temporary post until August 2011. In some authorities the post is called cluster manager in
Sheffield it is called extended schools coordinator. The central Sheffield extended schools service
is working on establishing the exact cluster of schools but it would seem that High Storrs,
Greystones Primary, Ecclesall Infants and Ecclesall Juniors, Hunters Bar Infants and Hunters Bar
Juniors are in the cluster.

The role is therefore one of coordinating the cluster to ensure that all the schools meet the core
offer basically by: in Primary schools child care; providing a varied menu of activities for pupils and
students, information and support for parents, swift and easy referral to specialist support services
and community access to facilities.

Initially I am visiting the cluster of schools to find out what they are providing in terms of the core
offer and how it is being documented. In various cases, such as High Storrs, schools are offering
what is feasible and safe due to issues such as building works.

Later on in the year I'll be happy to give feedback to the PTA on how its going but in the meantime,
thought that this brief overview would be useful.

To put it all in context many schools throughout the country have offered extended services for a
long time but not necessarily to meet this specified core offer. The pilot extended school in
Sheffield was Firth Park Community Arts College and | worked in that team, 2 staff and 1 admin
assistant (this is a stand alone post) for 2 years until 2006 and since have worked in education in
other authorities and most recently over 40 schools in Sheffield and Rotherham.o
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
